Arid = Hot and dry 
all year. 2 seasons. 
Cold during winter 
nights

Tropical = Warm 
and wet all year. 

Temperate = Rainfall 
all year. 4 seasons. 
Mild winters and 
summers.

The most important city of a country 
or region.

The average weather of an area over 
a long period of time.
